COMBINED FEDERAL CAMPAIGN (CFC) 

· Larry Brewer awarded Tim Shaw a plaque in appreciation for his contributions to the Combined Federal Campaign.  CAPT Urbon added his gratitude as his back up on chairing the campaign.
· Linda Morris reported the Eligibility Committee reviewed approximately 85 charity applicants for 2010 CFC campaign.  The Eligibility Committee recommended 5 agencies be disapproved due to incomplete or non-qualifying submissions.  Additional information is pending from several Federation members and approximately 4 applications concerning the IRS 990. This is not possible at the local level since it concerns an “except” in CPA audit. Tim Shaw moved and Lt Col Novo seconded the motion to accept the Eligibility Committee’s recommendation.  The motion passed.
· Linda Morris requested approval to draft a letter for signature to be sent to Community Health Charities (Federation) requesting all Federation members submit the standard CFC application in the future.  The present application process being used is taking many extra hours to review and have corrected, which prevents the committee from making a sound decision on approval.  Joy Mims moved and Lt Col Novo seconded the motion to send the OPM letter.  The motion passed.
