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WELCOME 

· Mr. Egbert welcomed all to the meeting at the Naval Health Clinic and had everyone introduce themselves.   
COMBINED FEDERAL CAMPAIGN (CFC) 

· Ms. Jones introduced Mr. Kerrigan, President and CEO of Trident United Way.  Mr. Kerrigan discussed Trident United Way's three year contract as the Principal Combined Fund Organization (PCFO) to manage the Combined Federal Campaign and requires a yearly renewal.

· Ms. Jones passed out copies of the CFC Campaign Plan and budget for 2011.  Mr. Nicolai moved and Mr. Rippey seconded a motion for Trident United Way to continue to serve as PCFO through campaign 2010-2011 and approved the proposed budget.  The motion passed.

· Ms. Morris reported the Eligibility Committee had finished reviewing 2011 charity organization applications. A few were recommended for denial based on inappropriate audits and statewide presents not provided in accordance with OPM's guidelines.  One possible denial is pending guidance from OPM.  Approximately 75 applications were received.  CAPT Bailey moved to approve recommendations, seconded by Mr. Rippey.  The motion passed.

· Ms. Figueroa reported an account balance of $3,735 and that eight activities had paid the 2011 annual dues.  She reported difficulty in ascertaining the correct activity for payments received through DFAS.

· Ms. Baldwin reported on the number of FEOY nominations and passed out a report listing the Selection Board and number and type of nominations by activity.

· Mr. Shaw indicated that a keynote speaker has not yet been determined.  Mr. Egbert opened the issue for discussion.  CAPT McClure agreed to contact one candidate.

· A discussion was held regarding the honor guard.  CDR Drake volunteered to check the availability of the Brig personnel.

· Ms. Chadwick indicated she would check with NOSC on the availability of personnel to serve as ushers and ticket takers as was done in 2010.
